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Filariasis is endemic in most Mediterranean countries, with
Italy presenting the highest incidence. Subconjunctival
filariasis has been reported occasionally in several coun-
tries, but is considered to be rare in Greece. This is a report
of a 50 year-old male farmer of Greek origin who presented
at the Department of Ophthalmology at University Hospi-
tal of Patras complaining of a“live snake”in his left eye. Slit-
lamp examination showed a grey-white moving helminth in
the lower bulbar subconjunctival space. There was no evi-
dence of intraocular or systemic involvement. The parasite
was surgically removed and was identified as Dirofilaria re-
pens. The removal of the parasite led to complete resolu-
tion of symptoms.
